This week’s insights were collected Friday, May 29 — Sunday, May 31 among a general
population of n=301 U.S. consumers age 21+.

In a pandemic, there’s no such thing as ‘perfect timing’.

The majority of consumers believe a second wave of COVID-19 is likely, and while
their personal “quarantine bubbles” are beginning to widen, not everyone is onboard
with their state opening up quite yet. The same goes for businesses, where several
are deemed appropriate to open now, while for others, it is just too soon.
