If an FDA approved vaccine for the COVID-19 is available by the end of the year, 
more than two thirds say they will agree to it. However, it may be months before 
many people get the vaccine. Flu shot usage looks to be similar to or perhaps even 
a bit more widespread than the 2019 flu season. 
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
